c. Sin defiles a person and takes their name from the book – Revelation 21:27
 (This verse is substantially the same in thought as verse 8 with the additional statement that none can enter except those written in the "lamb's book of life." This is both inclusive and exclusive —encouraging the faithful by the fact that no wicked can enter. Those who desire to enter must be righteous; in heaven they will be free from vexations due to the sins of men) — Gospel Advocate Commentaries
