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Commitment To The Word
Hebrews 10:26 – 31
Hebrews 2:1-4 - they have drifted away from the word 

Hebrews 5:11-20 - describes them as sluggish toward the word needing to be taught again the “elementary” truths

Hebrews 12:14-29 - reached the point of defying the word, refusing to hear what it said 
A main lesson of Hebrews is that all Christians should develop a commitment to the word as the source of important information for spiritual growth and Christian service
No one can become a Christian nor live an acceptable Christian life without reading, understanding and living by the word

Reasons for commitment to the Word 

Awareness of the origin and source of the word

Hebrews 1:1

2 Peter 1:21

2 Timothy 3:16, 17

Awareness that the Word is the TRUTH

John 8:31, 32

John 17:17 

 Truth is narrow and only it can bring salvation 

Some have a problem with view that truth is narrow

However - 2 + 2 = 4

Narrow Paul –  2 Timothy 1:8 - 14 

Because the word endures for all times, for all situations and for the benefit of all mankind 

1 Peter 1:24, 25 

Impossible to find any system of instruction, science, or philosophy that endures for all people in every generation
Commitment to living the Word brings salvation

James 1:21
1 Peter 2:1, 2

Commitment to the word means a complete and deep regard for the word making it one’s guide to thoughts and actions at all times
Commitment to living the Word brings salvation

2 Timothy 2:15

Hebrews 10:26 – 31

It is impossible to glorify the Lord through service and righteous living without a commitment to the revealed word
