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God’s Final Covenant 

Introduction

1. During 2009 on Key To The Kingdom we did a study of the Gospel of Matthew

2. The gospels (Matthew – John) detail the ministry and life of Jesus as a human, the sacrifice, the Saviour

a. Matthew through Luke contain much the same material, each with a purpose in mine


b. Matthew wrote to the Jews to emphasize the fact that Jesus was the Christ 

c. Mark wrote to the Gentile (Greek) mindset


d. Luke wrote to a man named Theophilus to assure him of the truth of the things he had heard about Jesus and wrote events in a consecutive order


e. John was a more personal gospel with expanded details on some miracles, discussions and, especially, with the events of the upper room at the end of the earthly ministry of Jesus
3. All of this was in preparation for the final covenant of God with mankind

4. This plan, the saving of the world from sin,  was in the mind of God from the beginning and all the events of the Old Testament were pointing and leading toward this covenant

5. God had made a temporary covenant through Moses to: A) provide a people for the fulfillment of the promises of Genesis 3:15/12:1 – 3    B) to show an example of God’s expectations with a covenant – 1 Corinthians 10:1 – 13

6. 50 days after the resurrection of Jesus Christ, the announcement is made that the new covenant has arrived 


a. This takes place in Acts chapter 2 with the coming of the Holy Spirit and the preaching of the gospel for the first time

b. This was in fulfillment of the promise in Acts 1 that the gospel would be first preached in Jerusalem, then Judea, then Samaria and the remotest part of the earth


c. The continued preaching of the gospel and the growth of the kingdom/church is discussed in the book of Acts

d. As the message was preached, the numbers being added to the church grew daily as a result of individuals hearing the message and obeying the gospel
7. This  book tracing the growth of the church is often called, “The Acts Of The Apostles"

8. The focus of Acts in the first half is on the work led by Peter

9. The focus of the Second half is on the work led by Paul

10. Acts was written by Luke, the physician, Colossians 4:14   

a. In Acts 1:1 – 3 we find out this is his second book – 


b. The other being the gospel written by Luke – Luke 1:1 – 4
