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I Am The Light Of The World
+The purpose of John’s gospel was to inspire faith, leading to an abundant life – John 20:30, 31; 10:10; 5:24

+Jesus describes His true nature in statements He makes about Himself  

a. One we have looked at, “I am the bread of life” – John 6
Light is Needed:

 +“Darkness” is the appropriate metaphor for those under sin’s control – John 12:35 
+Sin has terrible consequences that are often unseen – consider example of David and Bathsheba – 2 Samuel 11

a. David’s lust brought on sin 


b. This sin brought effort to cover the sin


c. Failure to do so brought death to Uriah 


d. All this brought the sorrow of the death of the child

e. David’s anguish is seen in Psalm 51

The prodigal son of Luke 15  
a. He left the father with a head filled with the joys of freedom

b. Found the freedom to be false when he ran out of money 

c. Welcomed back home and here we see the problem of sin as it spread to his older brother

+Judas and his sin of the betrayal of Jesus – John 13:27, 30
a. Satan influenced Judas to leave the light and go into the darkness of night to betray Jesus

b. Later he would regret this action and take his own life

+Jesus fulfilled the promise of Isaiah 42:6, 7  (Matthew 4:16)            

Importance of Light:  

+Dictionary.com “something that makes things visible or affords illumination: All colors depend on light. an illuminating agent or source, as the sun, a lamp, or a beacon. the radiance or illumination from a particular source: the light of a candle”

a. Jesus is the great revealer, the light

b. He shows the nature of God – John 14:9
c. He makes clear the nature of sin – John 8:32 – 34

d. He shows the cost of sin in His death, paying a debt that only He could pay but did not owe – Isaiah 53:6 (John 3:14 – 16)

e. He offers life eternal – John 14: 1 – 3 

f. He gives life for the present day – John 10:10

Light is needed to give Hope:

+We live in a world that is filled with doom, gloom and sorrow

+Purpose of preaching Christ is to bring light – Acts 26:15 - 18
+Darkness today comes from lack of knowledge of God, false doctrine, unbelief, ungodly living and lifestyles and immorality     

+Sadly, many people are under the power or control of darkness – Colossians 1:12 – 14

+Many are blind to the light of the gospel –           2 Corinthians 4:4 
+Satan (sin) veils the minds of many to hinder their seeing the truth of the gospel – Ephesians 5:6

+Blindness of heart is both a sin and a result of sin

+Hearts are veiled by filling them with the love of evil 

+Sadly they do not understand the work of Jesus – Hebrews 1:3

+The darkness needs to be penetrated by the proclaimed message of God – 2 Corinthians 4:3 – 5; Ephesians 5:8 – 13
