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I Am The Door (Gate NIV)

+Jesus statements about Himself recorded by John give us great insight into His being and work

 +“I am the door  (gate) for the sheep” – John 10:7 

+ Many will not enter the door   

The Purpose Of a Door:

+Allows entrance 

+Provides security for one’s self and/or possessions  

+ A door may be a way to escape

+Jesus is the door through whom and in whom we have entrance

into the “house of God” – 1 Timothy 3:15   
+As members of the “house of God” we are God’s children – Galatians 3:26, 27; Ephesians 2:18, 19  

+Therefore we are joint heirs of God – Romans 8:14 – 17    

+Through Jesus we have access to all “spiritual blessings” – Ephesians 1:3 – 7     

+Barclay stated, “Jesus opens the way to God. …Jesus opened the door for men to God. He is the door through whom alone entrance to God

becomes possible for men” 

The Blessings of Entering via the Door:

+ Salvation – John 10:9

+Two aspects of salvation 

a. Immediate salvation, being delivered from guilt and consequences of our past sins – Ephesians 1:7;  2:1 – 5   
b. Freedom from the imperfect law and entrance to the law of grace – Romans 8:1 – 6               

c. What a joy is this justifying pardon – Romans 3:23 – 25   
d. The eternal aspect of salvation which is eternal life – John 3:16
e. This will come at the judgment – 1 Peter 1:5  

f. It will bring glory, honour and immortality – Romans 2:7
g. These come as a result of the growth experienced – 1 Peter 2:2, 3; Acts 20:32  

h. By entering the door (gate) we have companionship with God’s people expressed in the Lord’s Supper (2 Corinthians 10:25, 26)

i. Jesus is happy to claim us – Hebrews 13:5, 6 

j. By entering the door (gate) we find life (John 10:10) – purpose, meaning, peace, joy, hope 

+“When we walk with Jesus, when we know his presence in our lives, there comes into life a new vitality, a superabundance of life” (Barclay)

Tragedy of not Entering Through the Door (Gate):

+Miss out on the promises of God for those who seek the light – Ephesians 2:1 – 4  
+ Judge oneself as being unworthy of eternal life – Acts 13:46
