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“I Am The Way, The Truth, and The Life”
John 14:1 - 6
INTRODUCTION:
1. John 13 – 17 record in some detail the discussion of Jesus with His apostles in the upper room just before His death

2. It is during this evening that Judas leaves to go betray Jesus
3.  Once again the coming death of Jesus is the “elephant” in the room
4. It is a time for Jesus to comfort them by preparing them His death and His promise of what would happen
5.  He talks of where He is going (v.1)
6. He tells them a place is being prepared for them as well (v.3)
7. Thomas expresses the concerns of them all, “How do we get there?”

8. Jesus answers with one of the most loved and quoted of His I Am statements – (v. 6)

a. This verse contains two of the most remarkable and powerful statements of Jesus – “I am the way”; “No one comes to the Father except through me”

DISCUSSION: 
1. With God, there has always been a choice of way or direction of life

a. Adam  – Genesis 2:15 - 17

b. The people of Israel – Deuteronomy 30:15 – 20

c. Who one serves is a choice – Matthew 6:24

d. Still true today – Matthew 7:13, 14
2. Jesus claimed to be THE WAY – 14:6

a. Peter later echoes that idea – Acts 4:12

b. Powerful statement of relationship and purpose of His life

3. He is the way where?


a. To the Father – John 14:7 – 9; 1:18; 12:44, 45

b. Hebrew writer emphasized the work of Jesus to get us into the Father’s presence, feeling welcome and confident – Hebrews 10:19 – 23

c. He serves on our behalf – Hebrews 2:17, 18; 4:14 – 16

d. He is our advocate – 1 John 2:1

e. Our mediator – our only – between us and God – 1 Timothy 2:5

f. He is forever interceding for us – Hebrews 7:24, 25


g. His life, death, resurrection and intercession, makes Him the ONE WAY to the Father…
4. Jesus claimed to be the TRUTH

a. John makes that claim – John 1:1, 14    

b. Discipleship comes from living the word – John 8:31

c. What is truth is the question of Pontius Pilate – John 18:38



1. “unconcealed, manifest, actual, true to fact, true in the sense of real, genuine 



2. When Jesus speaks of truth He is speaking of what is absolute, not relative


d. Jesus says that real truth is knowable and will set one free – John 8:31 – 38


e. Jesus was faithful in teaching the word of God, which is truth – John 17:14 – 17

f. Paul emphasized the importance of accepting the Bible as the truth of God in every way – 1 Thessalonians 2:13

g. This truth gives freedom for the old law – Romans 8:2 
5. Jesus claimed to be LIFE  

a. He is creator – John 1:1 – 5           

b. He is the sustainer of  life – Hebrews 1:3            

c. Jesus is the glue that holds things together – Colossians 1:17                
6. His giving of life does not end at the physical creation and the sustaining of physical life


a. Because of sin, death is coming – Romans 6:23

b. All die physically, the second death – spiritual – means separation from God – Revelation 21:8; 2 Peter 3:7

c. Jesus gives salvation from the second death – Romans 6:23

d. Jesus gives life to us today and in time to come – John 10:10           
CONCLUSION:
1. No one can come to the Father except by way of Jesus – Acts 4:12

a. Not the popular doctrine in religion


b. Often hear people giving thanks for the many ways to God


c. If Jesus is correct this is not the case – Matthew 7:13, 14
2. The question then becomes, will you follow Jesus direction as THE WAY, THE TRUTH and THE LIFE?!
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
