1. The Gospel is Good News in view of the Judgment promised all mankind

a. Jesus came to give victory over Satan to all who would receive it

b. At Calvary sin and death (spiritual death) were overcome 


c. The final unfolding of God’s plan began with the wonderful announcement of Luke 2:7 – 11


d. John underlined that truth in introduction of Jesus to his disciples – John 1:29


e. By His death our salvation  was purchased – Hebrews 10:8 – 10; 1 Peter 2:24; Galatians 1:4; Ephesians 1:7 

IF WE LEAVE JESUS IN THE TOMB, THE STORY IS A SAD ONE
1. His resurrection from the dead proved all His claims - that He is the Son of God and has destroyed the works of the enemy, sin and death

THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE RESURRECTION IS HUGH! 

a. Paul tells the Corinthian Church about this wonderful news – 1 Corinthians 15:1 – 4


  b. Peter has the same message – 1 Peter 1:3 – 9


c. If Christ did not raise our whole faith system is vain - 1 Corinthians 15:12 – 19

d. It would mean the apostles and other witnesses would be unreliable – Acts 2:29 – 32; 10:39 – 41


e. It would mean that we are still hopeless – 1 Corinthians 15:17

HIS WORK DID NOT END AT THE RESURRECTION


a. Romans 8:31 – 39 – He redeemed us and continues to defend us to the Father

THIS OFFER OF DELIVERANCE FROM SIN MUST BE ACCEPTED


a. John 1:10 - 13


b. Requires obedience for those who would accept the gift of life through Jesus – Mark 16:15, 16

c. Requires a consistent living of the Christian life – Matthew 28:20
