The Lord's Prayer" (not just that taught by Jesus in Matthew 6 and Luke 11)

1. "Some brethren pray by the yard; but true prayer is measured by weight, and not by length." - Charles Spurgeon

2. The prayer of Jesus in John 17 is a prayer of weight 
3. Approximately recorded 650 prayers 

   a. John 17 often called the Lord's "High Priestly Prayer" –                   
· What is it about this prayer that makes it so great? 

I. The Person Who Prayed it - John 1:1-4, 14 
   A. Jesus is revealed in this gospel as…
      1. He who was with God in the beginning - John 1:1

      2. He who was God - John 1:1

      3. He who was in the beginning with God - John 1:2

      4. He who was the Creator of all things - John 1:3

      5. He was the light of men - John 1:4

      6. He who became flesh and dwelt among men - John 1:14

   B. John identifies Jesus as: 
      1. The Word - John 1:1, 14
      2. The Lamb of God - John 1:29

      3. The Son of God - John 1:34

      4. The King of Israel - John 1:49

      5. The promised Messiah - John 4:25-26

      6. The Bread of Life - John 6:35

      7. The Light of the World - John 8:12

      8. The Good Shepherd - John 10:11

     9. The Resurrection and the Life - John 11:25

II. The Occasion of this Prayer
   A. Occasions give weight to words…
      1. Neil Armstrong said, "That's one small step for a man, one giant leap for mankind"

         a. The fact that he said this when stepping onto the moon gave weight to his words
   B. The occasion of this prayer gives weight to it
      1."Father, the hour has come" - John 17:1

         a. His appointment with the cross – John 16:29 -32

         b. A time of separation, betrayal, suffering, and crucifixion in finishing His work by bearing the world’s sins
The Content of the Prayer
   A. There are great themes in this prayer…
      1. Glory
         a. The glory of the Father and the Son - John 17:1

         b. The disciples glorifying God on earth - John 17:10

         c. The Son giving glory to His disciples - John 17:22

         d. The disciples seeing the glory of the Jesus - John 17:24

      2. Love
         a. The Father's love for believers - John 17:23

         b. The Father's love for Jesus - John 17:23-24

   B. The prayer contains wonderful requests…
      1. "Glorify Me" - John 17:1-5

      2. "Keep them" - John 17:6-12

      3. "Sanctify them" - John 17:13-19

      4. "That they all might be one" - John 17:20-23

      5. "That they may behold My glory" - John 17:24-26

   C. It is a prayer with three direct objects…
      1. Jesus prays for Himself - John 17:1-5

      2. Jesus prays for His disciples (the apostles there with Him - John 17:6-19

      3. Jesus prays for all believers (us)- John 17:20-26

   IV.  The concerns of Jesus are evident in the prayer…
      1. Pertaining to "the world" (used 19 times!) and the effect the world can have on believers

         a. Being deceived (blinded by Satan) - 2 Corinthians 4:3-4
         b. World makes promises it cannot fulfill - 1 John 2:15-17
         c. Defiled (defiling those who accept it) - James 1:27
         d. World divides (this is self-evident, especially in regards to religion)

Conclusion

1. The good thing is that Jesus knew He would win
2. Yet there was a great price to pay and His disciples would feel His departure

(If you are not a Christian, Jesus' prayer (desire) is that you become one! -  Matthew 28:18-20
3. As Christians, we must live in such a way that this prayer will be fulfilled in our lives...!
